If you suffer from a debilitating medical condition and you think marijuana alleviates your condition, but your doctor won't qualify you, these organizations might be able to help.  They can explain the exact requirements of the law and give you information to educate your physician.  Also, if you have records diagnosing a debilitating illness or condition covered by the Oregon Medical Marijuana Act, the Doctor Clinics are a possible option for you.  Call ahead for an appointment and any other info you may need.  Be prepared to provide copies of your relevant medical records. Caveat emptor! Each has it's own rules and regulations, please study & research thoroughly before committing resources.
